1 - SHE HAD A DEEP CONTENTMENT WITH HER LOT AND HER POSITION IN LIFE.

2 - SHE HAD NO WRONG EXPECTATIONS. 
Expectations ruin relationships. 

Expectations destroy friendships. 

Expectations produce anger and bitterness.

Expectations are the enemies of your being able to develop a truly grateful spirit. Expectations damage contentment. 

Expectations produce disappointment.

Our expectations are usually built on what we perceive to be our rights. 

We think we have a right to be happy. 
God’s expectations are never unreasonable. 

“Emphasize rights and you will have a rebellion. Emphasize responsibilities and you can have a revival.”

Don’t ever loan money to a friend or family member, unless it won’t bother you if you never get it back.

Ladies nag because they have expectations based on perceived rights.

Give all your expectations to God, then ask God by faith to give you whatever He wants you to have. 
One of the best ways to keep from getting bitter is to not expect to be treated fairly. 
Don’t expect to be remembered on your birthday or your anniversary. Sometimes we’re like brats with God and our families. 

Human beings are going to let you down. 
Gratefulness grows in absence of expectations. 
People are ungrateful because they expect a gallon and get a quart. 
The prodigal son had everything and was grateful for nothing. 
2 Corinthians 10: 12 warns us that we dare not compare ourselves to others.
